In John’s Gospel account of Mary at the tomb, meeting the 

Risen Christ, she supposes him to be the gardener - until 

he speaks her name - “Mary”. It is impossible to say that 
name with all the depth of feeling that Jesus puts into it. 
The whole meaning of the Resurrection is contained in that one word.         
It brings the tragedy of Good Friday and the joy of Easter Day together and 
Hope is born afresh. Life is given meaning and purpose and we can say, 
 “Here we have no abiding city, but we seek one to come.”  
 (Hebrews 13, v 14) 
 

The Universe is a vast and awesome place - yet we are among the tiniest 
of its parts. The Christian gospel, with Christ’s resurrection at the centre , 
offers us an assurance of hope and a personal relationship with a loving 
God; a relationship that is not a matter of wealth or privilege, of physical or 
mental excellence, but of our experience now of the Risen Jesus;
